Land secured for a permanent monastery 
Since the first five nuns came together in Vancouver just 10 years ago we’ve 
flourished in greater Vancouver. We are now a community of  ten, and growing. 

Within weeks of our formal establishment as an autonomous 
monastery of the Order of Preachers (see p. 1) we have been 
graced in securing 82 acres of land in Western Canada’s 
magnificent Upper Squamish River Valley, 60 minutes north of 
Vancouver. Here we will build a permanent home to live our 
contemplative life of prayer and praise of God, in solitude and 
silence. All this is the result of years of careful discernment 
and searching for a location suitable for a Dominican 
monastery for the next several hundred years, at least. 

In Squamish we hope to offer a monastic welcome for those 
who seek to live a time of silence and prayer alongside our 
monastic community, and experience the beauty of God’s 

creation amidst the grandeur of glaciers, alps, fresh 
waterfalls and streams. As we strive to provide for 
our day-to-day living through the work of our own 
hands, we will continue to offer for sale our artisanal 
products of religious cards, icons, sculptures, 
books,  baked goods, organic vegetables, soap and 
candles.  The ongoing support of so many friends - 
local and further afield, has been integral in assisting 
us to this exciting new stage of laying down 
permanent roots in Western Canada. (Canada’s only 
other Dominican monastery is in French-speaking 
Berthierville, Quebec, founded in 1925). 
We welcome you to be a part of  creating this sacred space which will be a heritage for 
future generations. Your contributions whether it be your prayer, expertise, physical 
labour or financial support are needed. (As a registered charity we can issue income tax 
receipts so that you will receive tax benefits.) Your financial contribution will be used to 
achieve our first objective which is to pay off  the loan which enables us to complete 
the land purchase. May God bless you during this Christmas season and New Year !
